* Quick sell: Best for low-tier skins that are unlikely to appreciate.

* Hold: For rare Factory New or StatTrak ™ products that historically appreciate after major updates (e.g., new

operation, weapon rebalance).

A well balanced method is to offer 70% of the haul immediately and hold the top 30% for prospective advantage.

4. Usage Automated Bot Services

Automated bots can open cases at a portion of a 2nd, removing the "human error" element and guaranteeing
you always get the very best market value for a skin. Some services also supply instantaneous sell-back to the

platform's market, which decreases the time your capital is bound.

5. Diversify Across Case Types
