Layout and access figure out real capacity. 10 toilets clustered behind the phase will not help the supplier town
on the far field.

For full-day or multi-day events, do not just scale linearly. Add 20 to 40 percent cushioning, tighten your

positioning, and book service windows. Hand sanitizer and paper use climb, not simply the tanks.

ADA availability is not optional. As a rule of thumb, make at least 5 percent of total units available, and always at
least one available restroom in each cluster. Numerous municipalities and places require this, and beyond rules,

available units are roomier and practical for parents with kids.

A fast method to size your fleet

final headcount in mind.

e Start with 1 basic system per 75 participants for events up to 4 hours, or per 60 for 4 to 8 hours.

If alcohol is served, minimize that ratio by about 20 percent, which suggests more units.

® For every extra four hours on site, include another 15 to 20 percent to your total.

Make at least 5 percent of total units accessible, never ever less than one per cluster.

If your design has unique zones, size each zone separately instead of one big pool.



That gives you a baseline. Next, harden it with real-world pressure.

A sunny park wedding with 180 visitors, a two-hour ceremony, and a three-hour mixed drink reception with beer
and wine.

service. For multi-day festivals, set a service schedule and stay with it.

Hand wash and sanitizer matter for speed. One sink or sanitizer stand per four to 6 toilets keeps the flow moving

and lowers door fiddling. Individuals who can not clean remain and improvise, and both slow the line.

Supplies vanish. Paper goes first, then sanitizer. If staffing enables, assign an attendant with a carry of paper,
foam, and a radio. Attendants do not need to be bouncers, however they should have the authority to close an

Picking the ideal mix of units
